¶ The school or group must provide a land-based responsible adult (EDBS checked) to 

supervise any students that are not involved with the water activities including any that 

leave the water activities before the session is finished. 

¶ All participants must be in Year 4 upwards for paddle sports & sail sports and Year 3 

upwards for team building, orienteering and Bell Boating.  

¶ For water sports we will provide buoyancy aids, cagoules, craft and equipment and full 

instruction and supervision by British Canoeing or RYA qualified coaches / instructors .   

¶ For water based activities, your students will need to bring a complete spare set of 

clothes ï see the list on the back of the Participant Consent Forms ï they will get damp, 
probably very wet!  

¶ For orienteering and team building, we would recommend trainers and long sleeved 

tops, long trousers and waterproof jacket  adequate to suit the weather conditions 
prevailing.  

¶ Water based participants should ideally be able to swim 10 metres wearing a buoyancy 

aid. Non-swimmers will be able to participate if they are water confident and at the 

discretion of the instructors for that session.   

¶ The session will include both instruction and fun elements in the activity taken and can 

be tailored to suit your exact requirem ents. The activity will be adapted to suit the 

ability of the group and prevailing weather conditions.
